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Understanding 3D Shapes

Faces: (Flat surfaces where you can
draw a smiley face!)

The number of faces of a 3D shape,
is the number of flat surfaces of the
shape. These are usually the
number of polygons that make up
the 3D shape. In this example,
there are 6 faces (this shape is
made up of 6 squares).
